EVALUATION COMMENT: This report, following upon many rumors,

He was agoured at the LUNDOH Hungarian legation that
there would be no obstacle to his return to England, and that
he would be sble to leave Hungary urnmolested., Source'es real
purpose in vielting Hungary -— whioch he also admitted at the
legation -- wag to see for himself whether copditiona in
Hungary had improved to such & degree that he could return for
good t0 the country with his Hritish-born wife,

: Travelling via Czechoslovakia, he orogsed the border
at KOMAROM on 11 August 1963. Despite his protests, his travel
document was taken away from him at the frontier, with the
comment that "it won't be of sny use to you snyway." Instead &
green colored certificate was thrust into his hand and He was
told that he should report with it immediately upon his arrival
to the "repatrietion committee," Nepkoztartasagz Hoed Ho,.12.

He stayed with his sister in BUDAFEST, Accompanied
by his miece, he reported the following morning at the address
given to him. He wes guestioned there from 0830 in the morning
until 1800 hours. His interrogators knew a great desl about
his 1ife as 8 sopcer player. His niece, too, had to stay in
the building the whole day. They were given abundant food.

The tone of the investigmtors was tough, but polite, The
heerings lagted for three days, IDuring these days, he wes
under police surveillancs, but he was ellowed to leave the
building at night. He waes compelled to spend his evenings in
nis sigter's apartment. He had to give a detailed scecount of
what had heppened to him during the seven years since he left
Hungary. Whom he hed met, where he worked, ete. His inter-—
rogators seemed very anxious to discover whether he was working
for a foreign spy ring. During the whole course of the
hEEIlEEE. goprce gtressed that he wae only on & brief visit to
Hungary, in order to see couditions for himself, He had left
hie family in Fngland, and hence he requested that his travel
document be refurned. His interrogators comforted him by
nawins'%haﬁ.ha-wnuld love life in Hungery so much that he
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After having gone to all lengihs, the passaport
section of the Interdior Miniatry issued him a "consuler pass-

port" on 14 July 1964.

He raceived no foreign currency for his travel
expenses although after his arrival he had exchanged almost
L 100 for forinta at the official rate of exchange. His
request to pay to MALEV (Hungarian Airlines) for his flight in
forints was 2lso rejected, though holders of "visiting pass-
ports" are entitlsd To do this. After source had his passport,
he left Hungary on 8§ August 1964, after having previously
pollected a British and other visas.

Source!s conclusions: "I was g8 fool when I wanted
to vieit Hungary. It ies impossible, under present pircumstances,
to0 resettle in Hungary with & wife born in the Weat. There is
too great a difference in the living standards. After six
years' homesickness; Hungary seemed much more beautiful from
the distancs, But reslity was disaeppointing, Though I was not
hurt by anyone, the manner in which they treated me was not
worthy for a human being."
